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Martin Luther King Jr. Da

Every third Monday of January is Martin Luther King
Day, commemorating his birth date on January 15,
1929. Dr. King was the leading advocate of nonviolent
activism in the Civil Rights Movement, which opposed
racial inequality in federal and state law. He was an
extraordinary leader, with vision, ambition and fought
tirelessly until his last days against injustice. By
fighting for his dreams and against injustice, he
powerfully impacted generations and changed the
world. In 1963 Dr. King helped organize the March on
Washington, an assembly of more than 200,000 people
at which he made his famous “I Have a Dream” speech.
The march influenced the passage of the Civil Rights
Act of 1964, and King was subsequently awarded the
Nobel Peace Prize. President Lyndon B. Johnson signed
the Civil Rights Act of 1964 which prohibited
discrimination in public places, provided for the
integration of schools and other public facilities, and
made employment discrimination illegal. Soon after
Dr. King's murder in 1968, a movement to establish a
federal holiday in his memory was launched. The
holiday was officially enacted in 1983 by President
Ronald Reagan, and it was celebrated for the first time
three years later. Dr. King wrote, spoke, marched, and
stood up for what he believed in and this federal
holiday lets people honor his life, work and encourages
all of us to volunteer to improve our communities.
