Robyn Kay 
v. 
Michigan Commission for the Blind

An administrative review meeting was held on June 24, 2011 in the Central Office of the Michigan Commission for the Blind (MCB). Present at the meeting were Ms. Robyn Kay, her husband, her representative, David Robinson, BEP Assistant Manager James Hull, and Promotional Agent Josh Hoskins.

At issue was the alleged illegal removal of vending equipment and product from one of Robyn’s operations. A number of rule violations were indicated in the complaint. This removal of equipment and product apparently resulted in a loss of income for her. 

After outlining the complaint issues by Ms. Kay, James Hull asked a number of questions to determine just how much loss of income and product was being considered. After a lengthy discussion on this matter, it was eventually agreed upon by both parties that the Business Enterprise Program would reimburse Ms. Kay $420 for some of the outdated product with the understanding that current stock on hand should be used in other locations. In order to receive this reimbursement, she must provide receipts and any other documentation necessary to prove her loss. Part of that figure is for the cost of the locks on the vending machines that were removed. If Ms. Kay is unable to move product currently in her possession in a timely manner and the product reaches its expiration date, then she is to provide detailed receipts to Mr. Hull seeking additional reimbursement. 

The meeting concluded with both sides coming to an agreement.
